DISCUSSION SYSTEM CENTRAL UNITS

The Auditel SDM discussion system offers a simple solution for meetings where high quality sound
reinforcement and/or recording facilities are required, but the additional capabilities and overhead of a centrally
controlled system are unwarranted. The system is extremely easy to use, requiring no technical skills. The
single cable, loop-through connection method minimises the amount of cabling required and allows a portable
system to be assembled in minutes. The delegate units incorporate loudspeakers for effective distributed sound
reinforcement, and the central equipment has comprehensive input and output facilities for interface with
external equipment. A chairman unit is available, incorporating a priority override function. Delegate and
chairman units are available in both portable and flush mounting forms, and can be manufactured with custom
style and finish to suit the particular requirements of different venues.

DESCRIPTION

Two versions of the Central Unit
are available. The PMIC-2D can
power up to 50 delegate/chairman
discussion units - types SDM/SCM-
1/2/3/F, and the PMIC-2H up to 100
(these capacities are doubled if the
delegate units do not incorporate
loudspeakers). Apart from this, the
two versions are identical.

The Central Units contain the
control electronics, audio facilities,
and a DC power supply for the
delegate units. It is protected
against overload, excessive temp-
erature, and short circuits. The
PMIC-2D/H are 19" rack mounting
unit (height 2U) but can also be
supplied as a free standing units in
a case (C50).

The delegate units are connect-
ed to the Central Unit in up to four
zones using single cable loop-
through connections. One or more
chairman units can be connected to
the network at any point.

The threshold SPL to activate or
hold the microphone on s
adjustable via the SENSITIVITY
control, and the delay before
switching off is adjustable via the
HOLD TIME control. In all modes
the maximum number of live
microphones permitted can be pre-
set from 1 to 5 or up to about 20.
There is also a switchable CHIME
function for the chairman’s priority.

There are three operating
modes. MANUAL mode provides
delegate control of switching, and
SELF-CANCELLING allows manual

The audio facilities of the
PMIC-2D/H are very flexible and
comprehensive. The primary audio
input is provided by the delegate
unit network. The gain is auto-
matically controlled according to the
number of live microphones so as to
inhibit acoustic feedback.

There are two general-purpose
balanced audio inputs, with
selectable sensitivity and provision
for phantom power, suitable for use
with a wide variety of signals
including dynamic microphones.
These inputs have front panel level
controls and indicators, and four

selectable gating options.
parameters are set via DIL switches
accessible via the rear panel.

The various inputs are mixed to
form the main composite floor
channel. This signal is made
available on two balanced line level
outputs for connection to external
equipment There is a balanced line
level PA output with associated
front panel level control and
indicator. The PA channel
incorporates adjustable low and
high cut-off filters, and there is
provision for an optional Frequency
Shifter feedback suppression
module to be fitted within the unit.

In addition, there is a separate
input for the delegate loudspeakers
and a tape 1/O connector.

MONITORING

The unit has an inbuilt monitor
loudspeaker with level control for
the floor signal. There is also an
output for an external monitoring
amplifier/ loudspeaker combination.
